Directions:
Create a replica of an artifact to represent the West Berlin side of The Berlin Wall.
You are creating a panel that will be part of the Berlin Wall.  You will graffiti your panel from the West Berlin side.  Use symbols and pictures to express how you feel as if you are actually a person living in West Berlin during the years The Wall stood (1961-1989). 
Possible panel mediums: cardboard, open file folder, HALF sheet of poster board, large piece of construction paper

Creativity: Panel is creative and colorful
Symbols/Pictures: Panel has relevant symbols and pictures and very few words

Requirements:


Color is required.

Your panel must be done VERTICALLY (long ways)  - Like this example...     

No sentences - use short phrases instead. 

Your replica needs to be larger than a sheet of copy/notebook paper & no larger than a half sheet of poster board. It must be bigger than a sheet of notebook/regular copy paper since you were offered a larger piece in class. 

Name on BACK! Do NOT put your name on the front of your panel. Points WILL BE deducted if name is omitted OR on front.  

NO Nazi symbols or anti-Semitic ideas/symbols – this is at a different time period many years after the Holocaust. 

Additional Notes:

Be prepared to write a short written explanation about what your panel symbolizes when you put your wall panel up in the Popup Museum. Do not do the written explanation at home. 

If you have a “real” artifact that you want to share in addition to the PT, you need to talk to your teacher and make individual arrangements for possible display (to help preserve & keep the artifact safe).
