Lab Write-Up – Format Guide
Your lab report must have the following section headings (in bold) and include the following information:
Problem

· What is the problem you want solved; or the question to be answered?

Hypothesis

· Your testable prediction: what do you think will happen?

· If…(independent variable), then it can be determined that…(dependent variable), because…(why you think so).
Materials

· What do you need for your experiment?
· Your list must be accurate, complete, and specific.

· Include the measure/amount of material(s) to be used

Procedure

· What steps would someone need to follow in order to replicate (repeat) your experiment?
· The steps must be clear, sequential (numbered & in order), and in complete sentences.
Analysis
· What information did you gather during your experiment?
· Include any calculations and/or observations.
· Your chart, table or graph must include an appropriate title and be accurate, complete and properly labeled.

Conclusion
· What can you conclude?
· Your conclusions must be fully supported by your data and include the following:

· Restatement of the hypothesis

· A through discussion of the data

· An explanation of whether the data supports or rejects the hypothesis and why or why not.  Explain.
· What were the final results of your experiment?

Remember!!

When writing your report

· Be neat and well organized. 

· Typed in 12 pt font, Times New Roman, 1” margins (if not typed: handwritten in pen)
· Include your name, date, period #

· Include an original, creative title that is relevant (relates) to your experiment.

· Exhibit accurate use of scientific terminology and be free from grammatical errors.

· To be considered proficient, your conclusion should be at least 5-7 sentences.
· Include one clear, to the point question.

· Include one “If…then…because” statement

· Include vertical numbered list (for the procedure)

· Include a chart, table or graph (for the data gathered)
